The hourly rates include average basic pay; allowances including shift
disturbance, Location allowance; ERNIC and Employer’s pension liability.

Organisations who been provided with police resources will be expected to
provide reasonable accommodation for police performing special services and
if this entails expense (for example, supplying a marquee) responsibility for
the cost will rest with the organisation who has been provided with police

resources.
